61. (A) Repo rate is the rate at which the Central
Bank of a country (RBI in case of India)
lends money to commercial banks in
the event of any shortfall of funds.

62. (A) Scheduled banks are usually private,
forign and nationalised banks operating
in India. Cooperative banks are allowed
to seek scheduled bank status if they
satisfy certain criteria. A scheduled
bank is eligible for loans from the RBI
at bank rate. They are also given
membership to clearing houses. Also,
scheduled bank in India, refers to a
bank which is listed in the 2nd schedule
of the Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934.

64. (D) Rabindranath Tagore is the first non-
european to win a Noble Prize for
literature in 1913. He was a poet, song
writer, dramatist, novelist, painter and
educator. He was offered a kinghthood
by king George V in 1915. However, he
renounced his knighthood in 1919,
following the Jalliawala Bagh massacre
in which hundreds of Indians were
killed.

67. (C) The 'Government of India Act 1935' was
originally passed in August 1935 and is
said to have been the longest (British)
Act of Parliament ever eracted by that
time. In this Act the degree of autonomy
introduced at the provincial level was
subject to important limitations:

= The Provincial Governors retained
important reserve powers.

=  The British authorities also retained a
right to suspend responsible
government.

09. (A) All India Khilafat Conference was held at
Delhi in 1919. A Khilafat Committee
was formed under the leadership of Ali
brothors (Shaukat Ali and Muhammad
Ali), Maulana Azad, Ajmal Khan and
Hasrat Mohani, to force the British
Government to change its attitude
towards Turkey. Thus, a grounds for a
country wide agitatian were prepared.

71.(C) The Mudumalai National Park and
wildlife sanctuary declared as Tiger
Reserve, lies on the north-western side
of the Nilgiri Hills in Tamil Nadu.
